DAY 1~SUNDAY ~SEPTEMBER 16 
PORTLAND /EN ROUTE  
Your journey begins as you board your overnight  flight to Rome, Italy. (Meals Aloft)  
 

DAY 2~M ONDAY ~SEPTEMBER 17  
ROME   
Arrive in Rome this morning  where you will be met and transferred to  your hotel. Th e rest of the morning  is yours to 
enjoy at leisure.  

 
In the afternoon enjoy a half day tour of the city built by Rom ulus and Remus.  Start with the Fontana di Trevi, ( the Trevi 
Fountain,) the largest Baroque fountain in the city . Legend has it that if visitors throw a coin into the Trevi Fountain, they 
are ensured a return to Rome, so make sure you do 
that. The fountain  is a magnificent testament to the 
extraordinary masterpiece of Italian art. Your tour 
also includes the Spanish Steps which  are at the 
eastern end of the old city center. From the base of 
the stairs is a maze of narrow lanes full of  inviting 
designer shops.  
 
After crossing the XIX century Galleria Colonna 
recently restored and opened to the public, visit 
Piazza Colonna, named after the Column in honor 
of the Emperor Marcus Aurelius. Walk around  
Piazza Montecitorio, with the 18th century old 
tribunal which  is now the seat of Italian Parliament, 
Piazza SantõIgnazio, beautiful "rococ¸" square and 
the Jesuit renaissance church with the illusionist 
dome by Andrea Pozzo. Visit  the Pantheon with its 
huge ancient Roman dome and the grave of the great Italian artist Raphael, the church of St. Louis of France, with the 
famous canvases by Caravaggio, the eclectic dome of Saint Ivo alla Sapienza by Borromini. Your tour ends at Piazza 
Navona and its famous fountain of the Four Rivers designed by Bernini for Pope Innocent X Pamphili .  
 
Tonight, meet with fellow travelers over a welcome dinner.  
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Hotel Della Conciliazione  is a four-star property  with a typical Roman façade just 350 feet from Saint Peter's Basilica. Each 
room is air conditioned, and features handmade Italian  furniture and tiled floors. The private bathroom is complete with 
bath or shower, toiletries, and hairdryer.

ROME /ORVIETO /PERUGIA   
This morning, b id farewell to Rome and embark on your 
journey towards the town of Orvieto, one of the most 
striking, memorable, and enjoyable hill towns in central 
Italy. Located between Florence and Rome, this town sits 
high above the valley floor on the top of a big ch unk of tufo 
volcanic stone.  
 
Visit t he glorious Gothic -style Duomo (cathedral) one of the 
most beautiful churches in Italy, due to its splendid and 
decorative façade adorned with elaborate sculptures and 
colored mosaics designed by Lorenzo Maitani of Siena. Inside you can find the magnificent frescoes of Fra Angelico and 
Luca Signorelli. Time permitting , other monuments that you get visit are : the Palazzo Vescovile, Palazzo del Capitano del 
Popolo, the churches of San Lorence, Sant'Andrea and San Giovenale.  
 
Enjoy some local specialties for lunch and continue your journey with a stop at a local oil mill  to learn about the ancient 
technique (cold crushing) of processing olives from which you get wonderfully flavorsome, fragrant oil that maintains its 
many qualities over time.  Orvieto is also famous for its wine, mostly white.  
 
Your home for the next five nights is l ocated in the historic center 
of Perugia next to the Rocca Paolina, a fortress of the 16th century 
designed by Antonio da Sangallo the Younger. This four -star 
property offers 100 elegant rooms all of them equipped with air 
conditioning, en suite bathrooms and complimentary high speed 
internet connection. Hotel facilities include a wellness area with 
heated swimming pool and gym, and a terrace with  panoramic 
views over the city and surrounding countryside. The Il Sangallo 
restaurant serves Umbrian and national cuisine with meals often 
served alfresco in the summer months.

Todayõs drive will take you to Assisi, a medieval hill town in central Umbria, famous for St. Francis of Assisi and the 
magnificent basilica painted by renowned artists like  Giotto and Cimabue. You might feel that the entire interior is 
decorated with wonderful frescoes - with so much to see, the experience can feel overwhelming!  Luckily, your expert art 
historian guide will help you understand these masterpieces, and you wo n't miss any of the beauty inspired by St. 
Francis.  
 
Your guided private tour will continue with a viewing of the Basilica of Santa Chiara a church with even more artistic 
treasures, frescoes and the sarcophagus of Saint Chiara in an underground crypt. Your morning tour of Assisi will end at 
the Basilica of Santa Maria degli Angeli, the seventh largest Christian church, an enormous cathedral and one of the most 
sacred places on earth for the Franciscan order of monks.

The 
picturesque city is built beneath Mount Ingino on the eastern side of the Tiber; Gubbio was an important town of the 
ancient Umbrians in pre -Roman times. Gubbioõs Civic Museum displays the famous Eugubine Tablets, written in 
Umbrian language using the Latin and the Etruscan alphabets. The tablets, dating from the 2nd century BC, document the 
Umbrian civilization, from its religion to government. Your tour will take you throu gh Gubbioõs most stunning medieval 
backstreets to the imposing 14th c. Palazzo dei Consoli, said to rival Palazzo Vecchio in Florence in its beauty. 
If you are interested in seeing the famed majolica production ( the refined, white-glazed pottery of the Italian Renaissance) you 
can meet a lovely young artisan at work on the gold -incised black bucchero (Etruscan technique). Sabrina is acclaimed as 
one of Italyõs most talented living.

DAY 5~THURSDAY ~SEPTEMBER 20 
PERUGIA ~SAN GALGANO /M ONTALCINO /M ONTEPULCIANO  
Your day starts with a visit  to San Galgano Abbey in Chiusdino one of the first buildings in Central Italy, which was 
constructed following the tenets of gothic architecture 
arriving from France. However , the unusual but 
beautiful combination of building material is ð 
Travertin  stone and Sienese bricks ð it couldn't be 
more Tuscan. 
 
After visiting the abbey, walk up the path to  the Pieve 
di Montesiepi, one of Tuscany's beautiful small 
countryside churches, also known as the Rotonda di 
Montesiepi (because of its round mausoleum) and as 
the Eremo (hermitage) di Montesiepi. The current 
building was probably erected in the 14th cent ury on 
the base of a pre-existing one. It was here that Galgano 
Guidotti (the later Saint Galgano) started his life as a 
hermit in 1180. The decision was induced by various 
dreams and visions that led him to stop his ruthless 
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life  and devote his life to pi ety. As a worldly sign of his inner change, Galgano stuck his sword into a rock on the 
Montesiepi Hill, and therefore turned from knight to hermit, and the sword from weapon to cross.  
 
Today you will  also visit a very special winery , the Paradiso of Frassina located three miles north of Montalcino at the 
foot of the Montosoli H ill. This is a musical vineyard, part of long -term scientific research to see how sound waves can 
beneficially affect the vineyard and its vines, a project supported by the Universiti es of both Florence and Pisa. Weather 
permitting, you will walk around the Mozart vineyard while the Paradiso's team will welcome you and explain 
everything about our Musica & Vigne ('Music and Vines') project. The visit continues inside the old wine cella rs where 
you can learn about how the wine is made. The tasting of the "wines of Paradiso di Frassina" will provide an exulting 
climax for your senses, already stimulated by both the breathtaking views and Mozartõs musical harmonies. 
 
Lunch is in a typical  trattoria.  In the afternoon, visit Montepulciano, a medieval town of rare beauty . The city, full of 
elegant Renaissance palaces, ancient churches, charming squares and hidden corners, boasts vast panoramas all over the 
wonderful Val d'Orcia and Val di Chi ana valleys that 
surround it.

DAY 6~FRIDAY ~SEPTEMBER 21 
PERUGIA ~D UNAROBBA /CASCATA DELLE 

M ARMORE  
Halfway between Rome and Gubbio there is one of the 
best-kept secrets in Umbria, the Dunarobba fossil forest, 
consisting of trees belonging to a fossil species of giant 
sequoia present in Italy over a million years ago. The 
peculiarity of this forest is that trees were fossilized 
upright and not horizontal as in other fossil forest s, 
already perceived as very rare, surviving.  
 
Continue to the Valnerina, one of the most beautiful areas in Umbria region and stop at Marmore Falls, a mass of water 
that falls from a height of 541 feet, a breathtaking spectacle originated by nature's spontaneity and human intelligence. 
There are many trails available for entering the hidden corners of the park. The different length and difficulty levels allow  
the visitor to choose the most appropriate route. Rafting, canoeing and canyoning are reserved for those looking for 
strong emotions.

DAY 7~SATURDAY ~SEPTEMBER 22 
PERUGIA ~SPOLETO /M ONTEFALCO /SPELLO 
Today you begin your drive south east toward Spoleto, a 
charming village with Roman origins. Spoleto's ru ins include 
a Roman theatre just off Piazza della Liberta and an 
archeological museum that houses statues and artifacts found 
locally. There are also two Roman arches visible, the Arco 
Romano and the Arco di Druso, and a Casa Romana that 
dates back to the first century after Christ. From some 
inscriptions,  it is proven that it was the property of Vespasian 
Polla, mother of Emperor Vespasian. 
 
Proceed to Montefalco, a beautiful town full of atmosphere 
that preserves almost intact its medieval urban structure . For 
its splendid panoramic position, overlooking the plains of the 
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Sand Martin and Clitunno, Montefalco is called " the balcony of Umbria". The Art Gallery of the fourteenth century church 
of San Francesco contains works by Umbrian artists from '300 to '500.  
 
After lunch including local wine tasting on your way back to your hotel you may want to stop in Spello , a unique village 
with its hundreds of steep medieval streets and stairways, arches and angles, surrounded by vineyards and olive groves.

DAY 8~SUNDAY ~SEPTEMEBR 23 
PERUGIA ~T IVOLI /ROME  
Bbid farewell to Perugia this morning and embark 

on your journey towards the historic town of 
Tivoli located northeast of Rome on the Aniene 
River. Tivoliõs two most popular attractions are 
Villa Adriana also known as Hadrianõs Villa and 
the Villa dõEste. They are both listed on the 
UNESCO World Heritage List, and both are 
incredibly amazing.  
 
Hadrian decided to build his Villa  here in 117 AD, 
on top of a former estate which belonged to his 
wifeõs family, to spend his last years in peace far 
from the noisy and crazy capital of the Empire. The Villa reveals the great ability of the Roman architects in creating 
outstanding buildings, gardens and hundred s of fountains supplied by the Roman aqueducts and by the natural springs.  
 
Visit Villa dõEste, the residence of the Cardinal Ippolito dõEste, one of the most 
magnificent examples of renaissance architecture and gardens in the world. The 
Palace, three stories high, dominates the valley where you might see more than 100 
fountains , including the Water Organ. Twice a day the Organ plays thanks to the air 
pressure coming from the water blowing directly inside the organ pipes . You will 
listen to really engaging and enchanting music.  
 
Enjoy some local specialties for lunch and continue your journey to Rome where you 
will have some time to relax before your farewell dinner.  
Overnight at HOTEL PALATINO . (B,L,D)

splendid Duomo of Santa Maria del Fiore, stop to view the Baptistery with its doors 
by Pisano and Ghiberti.
